Weapon:   

• AR-15 or M-4 style rifle with either iron sights, aimpoint or similar red dot system.  

• Sling required. 

 

Magazines:  

• 3 Rifle Magazines  

• Cargo pants with multiple pockets or rifle magazine pouch for the belt 

 

Ammunition:  

• 150 Rounds Good Quality Rifle Ammo  

Not Allowed: No reloads, no armor piercing, green tip or tracer rounds permitted. 

 

Other: Hat, eye and hearing protection, long sleeves, long pants with pants belt, sun screen, bug 
spray, fluids, note taking materials

OBJECTIVES: 
This class will familiarize the student on the basic functioning, along with the proper handing and 
operation of the AR-15/M-4 rifle while in tight confined quarters.  Understanding the mechanical offset 
of the sighting system for accurate, precise shot placement is crucial.  Efficient and proper reloads in 
and around barricades and cover help prepare the student for home defense situations.
